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Slide Transitions

Slide transitions are the visual effects that occur when moving from one slide to another in a
presentation (like PowerPoint).

¢ Key Points:
They control how a slide enters and exits the screen.
Common transitions: Fade, Push, Wipe, Split, Morph.
Can be applied to individual slides or all slides.

Options include:
e Duration (speed of transition)
e Sound effects
* Advance slide (on click or automatically)

¢ Subjective Understanding:
* Transitions enhance the flow and professionalism of a presentation.
* Overuse of flashy transitions can distract the audience.
* Simple transitions (like Fade) are usually more effective and elegant.
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Animations

,Ain(jlmations are effects applied to text, images, charts, or objects within a
slide.

¢ Key Points:

* Types of animations:

e Entrance (appear)

* Emphasis (highlight)

 Exit (disappear)

* Motion Paths (movement)
* Can be controlled with:

* Timing

* Delay

e Order (Animation Pane)



¢ Subjective Understanding:

* Animations help focus audience attention.
* They make content interactive and engaging.

* Too many animations can make slides look unprofessional or
confusing.

* Best used for step-by-step explanations.
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Printing Handouts

Handouts are printed versions of slides given to the audience for
reference.

¢ Key Points:

* Can print:
* Full slides
* Multiple slides per page (2, 3, 6, etc.)
* Notes pages

* Options include:
* Orientation (Portrait/Landscape)
e Color or grayscale printing
* Header/Footer customization



¢ Subjective Understanding

* Handouts help audience review content later.
* They are useful for note-taking during presentations.
* Printing multiple slides per page saves paper and cost.

* Well-designed handouts improve learning and retention.
