(D) Inspirational Style

e Used to motivate and encourage people.
Example:

o Leadership speeches

e Motivational seminars

Characteristics:

e Emotional connection

e Powerful storytelling

2. Clarity

o Information should be easy to understand.

3. Voice Modulation

® Proper tone and volume keep the audience interested.

4. Body Language

e Positive gestures and facial expressions improve communication.
5. Audience Engagement

e Questions and discussions increase participation.
